CONC:  This is God’s chain reaction to perfect love in you…but you may have interrupted the process.  You can do this in several ways:


   Fail to believe in God or Jesus or Jesus’ resurrection from the dead.


   Fail to respond to Jesus’ resurrection by confessing Him as God’s Son.


   Fail to appreciate how much love God had to send His Son.


   Fail to respond to God’s love by loving others.


 If you interrupt the process in any of these ways, God’s love will not be perfected in you….but if you allow God to work you can become God’s tool to show His love, and you can gain confidence in your salvation.
