CONC:  The water, blood, and Spirit testify to Christ’s deity, Lordship, and power to save us.  But they also remind us regularly of who Christ is, and what Christ has done for us.  The reminder is never greater than in the Christian, because all three come together in baptism, the Lord’s Supper, and the indwelling of the Spirit that God promised.  And one point in a Christian’s life is the greatest reminder of Christ, the day he/she is saved.  Read with me in Acts 2:38…and Acts 22:16…you are baptized in water, you come into contact with the cleansing power of Jesus blood, and you receive the gift of God’s Spirit to dwell in you…the water, blood, and Spirit come together to not only testify about Christ, but to testify that you belong to Christ.
