II.  Wholly seeking [Psalm 119:2-3]


The result of a whole heart is obedience…but more than that. It is a desire to seek God that leads to obedience.

Eze 33:30-32…a glimpse into how God feels about our half-heartedness…He feels like an attraction, a sideshow, a humorous sitcom, just a source of entertainment when we listen to His words but don’t do what He says.





III.  Say goodbye to mediocrity

Titus 2:11-14 – the Grace of God has appeared doing what?  Training us to renounce sin and to be zealous for good works


Grace is supposed to teach us that #1, we have sinned and hurt God, so now we should strive to please Him through obedience…#2, that God has made us clean, and we don’t want to get dirty again.


Many Christians settle for mediocrity because of their understanding of grace…but God expects much more of us


Half-hearted, mediocrity – Cain, Genesis 4:2-5


Cain did not offer his best…that was just the beginning of his downward spiral…we need to learn from Cain.





CONC:  Psalm 86:11  Give me an undivided heart…I am tired of being half-hearted…my heart does not belong in my career, or in money, or in my hobbies, or in sin or disobedience…My heart belongs to You…I want to desire to serve You… Give me an undivided heart.
