Michelangelo spent 4 years painting the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel.  4 years of lying on his back day in and day out.  4 years of pains-taking care, of frustration and elation, defeat and success.  4 years of loving attention to beauty and detail, and 4 years of his work spitting blobs of paint in his face, and eyes, and mouth.  A lot of paint probably ended up on the ground, some on Michelangelo, some stayed on his palette.  But, in the end, the right amount of paint ended up in the right places to form a beautiful work of art.

 

God's creation is like this.  Loving attention to detail.  Pains-taking effort.  Sometimes the paint spits back at God, and sometimes it ends up on the floor.  But God always gets the right amount of paint in the right places to form a masterpiece.

· Looking at the Sistine Chapel ceiling is like looking at Michelangelo...his personality comes through his paintings 

· As with a painting, we can't possibly know all there is to know about God just by examining His works, just like looking at the Sistine Chapel ceiling can't tell us Michelangelo's favorite food
· Infinite amount of knowledge available in His Creation 

· By studying we can get a deeper insight into some aspects of God  

· #3     God's Personality Comes Through His Two Books

· The parallel is God's personality   

· God the Creator 

· God the Sustainer
