CONTINUED…

• THE QUESTION APPROACH
› When someone asks a question, give brief answer, but set up time to
    get together to see what the Bible says about it.
› When new questions are asked in the study, write them down and
     set up time to study that question.

• THE BENEVOLENCE APPROACH
› Choose a friend in need and perform some well-planned, unexpected act of kindness.
› If asked why you are doing it, explain Christ’s love for you, set up a time to see what the Bible says about what He has done.

• THE INVITATION APPROACH


›  Choose a friend and offer to bring them to church: specific time.


›  Arrange to have them over for dinner after to discuss services.
›  After they have been 2 or 3 times, set up a time to meet to discuss
    what the church is all about, and begin a Bible study.
