INTRO:  Churches in Las Vegas…not just wedding chapels, but the Truth being offered.  As you walk down the Vegas strip, invitations to addiction, immorality, covetousness…and then there are invitations to wholesomeness, purity, freedom from sin in Christ.  The Truth is always calling, but many times it is drowned out by distractions.  This is the kind of picture that Solomon paints for us in Proverbs 1:8-23 (read).
