I.  Repentance


A. Universal (all men) [Lk 13:3,5; 24:44-47; Acts 2:38]


1.  God’s search for men who will follow Him


2.  God overlooked the times of ignorance, but not anymore


	B.  Speaks of the condition of man – in need of repentance


	C.  Speaks of God’s care for man – He wants to save us


	D.  Essential for the remission of sins


Paul provides a reason for unbelievers to accept his statements in his address of judgment





II.  Judgment


A.  All will appear for judgment as individuals [2 Cor 5:10]     (


	B.  Appointed for men to die once – no reincarnation [Heb 9:27]


	C.  Why repent? – judgment is coming following death


        Why should I believe there will be a judgment?


Because of proof: Christ was raised from the dead, appointed to be the Judge





III.  The Resurrection


A.  All the dead will be resurrected [Jn 5:28-29]


	B.  Assurance – Christ’s resurrection proves He is God and Judge


C.  If Christ was raised, then He is Judge; �      If He is Judge, then we must repent





CONC:  It’s one thing to be baptized, to simply obey God’s commands for the sake of doing them, or for fear of punishment, but have you repented?


	God expects everyone to repent, whether believer or unbeliever.
