	B.  In math, probability of 1/1050 considered impossible          (


C.  So far, every scientific hypothesis about life coming about by chance chemical reactions falls well below this probability.


	A conservative estimate for the probability of the formation of a single, very simple cell by chance is 1/10^2000…like winning 285 state lotteries in a row with a single ticket for each.





CONC:  Life is impossible…we shouldn’t even exist…but we do.


There is only one explanation…there is a God who intervened, gave us this universe, and gave us life.
