1)  Beaver dam entrances under water…the water helps maintain the temp at 32, even if outside air temp is much colder.  They also build a special chamber like a mud room where wet beavers dry off before entering the main living chamber.  Usually animals of the same species have similar daily living cycles…they sleep, eat, forage, and play at the same times…but beavers have staggered living cycles so even when some beavers leave the den to forage there are still some left in the den to keep it warm with their body heat.  God takes care of beavers by designing them to survive the cold.








2)  Squirrels are known for collecting seeds and nuts.  They will empty out your bird feeder in very little time.  But, what do they do with all of those seeds and nuts?  They bury them.  You would think that with all that they gather and all the energy they expend carefully hiding their treasure that they would have an elaborate system or an incredible memory to remember where everything is buried…but they don’t.  In fact, squirrels typically only dig up about 20% of what they bury.  That means 80% of their seeds and nuts stay in the ground, and 80% of their work is wasted…well, actually, their work is not wasted.  They serve a very important purpose in their forgetfulness: they plant seeds.  They help trees and other plants reproduce by burying seeds all over the place and forgetting to dig them up.  God has designed them to fulfill a vital purpose.








3)  Hippos have a lot of skin…their hide alone can weigh up to a thousand pounds.  That means they have a hard time protecting it from the sun.  But, they have glands that produce an oily red fluid that absorbs uv light, acting like a sunscreen.  It also has a more important purpose: it acts as an antibiotic as the hippo wallows in bacteria-infested mud to keep cool.  Even though we have a hard time protecting our skin from the sun, God has designed hippos, which don’t wear clothes and don’t buy sunscreen, to survive in the beating sun.
