David Lipscomb……..preacher in Tennessee during Civil War……in a time when those who claimed to be Christians would not allow a black person in their church buildings, and would not allow a black person to be baptized in their baptisteries, Lipscomb strongly and openly rebuked his fellow southern Christians for their prejudice.


And the news of his preaching and stand against prejudice and slavery got out.  We are told that a Confederate officer was sent by one of his generals to hear Lipscomb speak, and to determine if he was for the North or South.  After listening to him and spending time with him for several days the officer returned and reported to his superior, “I could not determine whether Mr. Lipscomb was for or against the Confederacy.  But, one thing I am sure of…..he is for God.”


David Lipscomb was a wonderful example of one who had a hunger and thirst for righteousness…..liberty and justice for all.
