Exact imprint in Greek = character…referred to a carving made in the likeness of something else…and also to the tool that made such a carving.  Like a sculpture that the artist makes extreme efforts to make just like the original.  Jesus is that sculpture…but not just a representation…if it applied to physical characteristics maybe that would be the case…but Jesus Christ is a sculpture of God’s nature…and exact reproduction of deity…just like deity in every way.








Anybody can be sinless…the choice is always ours to make, whether to sin or not.  You expect your children to be perfect angels, but you know they won’t be all the time…that doesn’t keep you from expecting them to behave and obey, and from punishing them when they are disobedient.
